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The Columbus School District Transition Program focuses on students with disabilities ages 18 to 21. Our program uses a community approach to ease students with disabilities from the school system to adult services.  The goal of the program is to increase the independence, awareness and personal fulfillment of young adults with disabilities at home, at work and in the community.  Upon graduation our students will be academically prepared to make informed life and career decisions as caring and responsible citizens.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Unlike most programs offered to students ages 18 to 21, our transition program is located off campus.  Stepping through our door you’ll feel like you’ve arrived home.  We have a full kitchen, living room, reading nook, sewing and activity areas.  Our center is located within walking distance of restaurants, gas stations, stores, a bank and a grocery store.  

The program offers an individualized program for each student’s unique needs.   Curriculum includes employment skills, meal preparation, basic housekeeping, budgeting, community awareness, peer interaction, problem solving and familiarization and involvement with state and county agencies that will help them through their adult lives.  On any given day a student may be working, volunteering, grocery shopping, preparing meals and banking. 

The Columbus School District’s motto is: learning today and leading tomorrow. The Columbus School District Transition Program is one more example of how the district is fully committed to implementing this motto for all students.
